
 

Script name: Act of Valor 

 

In a small city in India, there was a family having husband, wife and their two 

daughters. Both husband and wife used to work as maid and servant. Their 

elder daughter was in 10th standard and younger was in 4th standard. Their life 

was stable until the news of COVID started spreading. One day, the family was 

watching news on TV at 8 pm when they saw and heard from the reporters…. 

In background sound of news channel theme song and the logo appears. 

News Reporter: Good evening ladies and gentlemen, Today we are going to 

show breaking news, Yes breaking news (repeating it again more loudly) 

Today our respected Prime Minister (PM) is going to announce the solution to 

fight with COVID. Will he impose complete lock down or he will let this virus 

spread? To know more, keep watching our channel. 

After few minutes, the PM came on TV and announced…. 

PM: Ladies and gentlemen, as we know the Corona virus is spreading very fast 

and taking many lives. I am feeling sad for those who lost their lives (bit 

emotionally). We being responsible citizens need to fight with this virus 

together.

W: Oh my God (exclaimed), now what will we do? How will we manage all the 

things without money (emotionally with a tensed face)? 

H: We have some savings. (Looking at TV news)

H: Lockdown will continue till this covid situation doesn’t come under control. 

W: This Corona will destroy everything (Angrily).  

We should think of some solution (in a 

positive tone).
