In the first frame, she is looking towards the camera with 
keen interest.

In second frame, she is holding a camera and looking in 
the camera Shutter for proper adjustment. She shared 
that it was difficult for her to focus from only one eye 
but she managed to learn the technique.

In third frame she is adjusting the lens which helps to 
zoom in or zoom out the photo. She shared that she 
found it interesting to adjust the lens which helps to 
zoom in or zoom out the photo.
